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Dear Parents and Guardians, 
 
Maintaining a safe educational environment for our students is a 
priority at Aspire of WNY’s Center for Learning. As part of 
promoting a safe environment, we are a peanut and tree-nut-
restricted environment. Peanuts and tree nuts (including but not 
limited to almonds, cashews, pistachios, hazelnuts, etc.) are 
common allergens that can cause life-threatening reactions in 
those with peanut or tree nut allergies.  
 
To support a peanut/tree-nut-restricted environment, we do not 
have items containing peanuts/tree nuts in our vending machines, 
at our school “Snack Shack”, or available as snacks in 
classrooms.  
 
We are asking that students not bring items containing peanuts or 
tree nuts for breakfast, lunch, or snacks. Also, be mindful that if 
you plan to bring/send special treats to celebrate in your child’s 
classroom, they should not contain peanut/tree nuts and should 
be in their original packaging with the ingredients listed on the 
label.  
 
For students who are allergic to peanuts/tree nuts, we make every 
effort to monitor compliance with our peanut/tree-nut-restricted 
environment. However, we may not be able to completely prevent 
exposure, especially with the potential for cross-contamination of 
food during preparation/processing. Also note that if a student in 
your child’s classroom has any food allergy, a separate letter will 
be sent to you, so you are aware of further restrictions 
implemented in the classroom. If you have any questions or 
concerns about our peanut/tree-nut restricted building, please 
reach out to us.
